� Receipts are available if requested, but the library cannot assess a dollar value to any donation.  
We can only acknowledge what was given. 

 

� We will only consider items that are in new or nearly-new condition. 
 

� WE WILL NOT ACCEPT ITEMS THAT ARE DUSTY, MOLDY, WORN, TORN OR
